The no one-on-one rule is in place for youth protection so no boy is ever alone with an adult.
This is for both the protection of the boy and the adult.

-Deep Leadership

The two-deep rule is in place for safety so there is always a minimum of two Registered m.

Adults in proximity to provide backup and oversight.

Buddy System of 3 X
There should always be a minimum of two Registered Adults on premises and either within eyesight or earshot or both at all Trail Life gatherings and activities (including
transport), with the recommendation being that, whenever possible, a minimum of 2 adults should be with every group of boys. Within that context, for gathering in in-

dividual rooms, single building locations at a larger facility, or vehicles transporting boys in the conduct of a Trail Life activity, there should never be an adult alone with a
boy who is not his or her own son. The proper ratios as provided in the Health and Safety Guide should always apply.

The buddy system of three is suggested to keep youth safe from other abusive youth when
out of sight of adult leadership. Buddies must be of the same program level.
